General Procedure at Roundabouts

Lifesaver

Left Turn ïLeft lane, indicate if needed

Straight on ïTake appropriate lane on 

approach, indicate left when you pass the 

exit before the one you want ïConsider a 

right indicator on approach if your exit is 

past the 12 oôclock position

Right turn ïuse right lane, indicate right
