Llyn Brenig - heading down towards Cerrig from the top road was too scary by far 

- riding on the straight section of road overlooking the fields behind Cerrig banked 

over at 60 degrees in an effort to stay upright with the wind whipping under the 

GS and lifting the front wheel and blowing and buffeting me from the centre line 

towards the ditch at the edge of the tarmac - all of us reduced to 40mph on a 

60mph road - the right hander dropping onto the straight was a treat to negotiate 

because I was already banked over and unable to bank any more into the wind 

and the bike wanted to go straight on rather than sweep round the bend - only just 

enough road to get round. 

 

Dave's right though - once into Cerrig it was a little better , and it wasn't too bad 

by the time we hit Ruthin.  Great fun though - real white knuckle stuff at times, 

made all the more interesting by the mini streams running across the roads and 

piles of debris, and gravel and slime. On the way out on the single track sections I 

elected to ride on the gravel in the middle of the road in an effort to avoid being 

blown into the verges.
